
              This pattern was created due to my affection for the sweet 
pea lace, and its look with variegated or hand painted yarns (which I 
not only create, but have an addiction to (:  ) So, I decided to knit a 
pair of socks, but made a mistake and made them too large in the 
cuff, and since I didn’t want to have to frog them, decided to create 
leg warmers instead. This pattern, is not the traditional leg warmer 
that does best on top of stretch pants, heavily slouched. Instead it is 
meant to be worn beneath jeans or skirts, slipping over socks peak-
ing out in the fall or winter months to keep the draft out and have 
little fun. I did not designate a top or bottom, so as to not restrict the 
wearer. If worn with the larger cuff at the ankle, it slips more over 
the socks and slouches more but does not display the sweet pea 
lace as well. If worn with the larger cuff at the calf, it fits more to the 
leg, and shows the pretty lace more. It is intended to cover from the 
top of the calf down to the base of the ankle.  
 

Pattern 
 

 

 Small cuff 

 Cast on 120 sts. Divide stitched evenly between needles and join to begin working in the round, 

being careful not to twist.  

 

Round 1: [k2tog 3 times, p2tog twice] to end 

Round 2:[k3, p2] to end 

Repeat round 2 until work measures 1.5 inches

              Sweet Pea Pattern part 1 (worked over a multiple of 10sts): 

Odd-numbered rounds 1-15 [k2, yo, k2tog, k6] to end 

Even-numbered rounds 2-8 [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k3, k2tog] to end 

Even-numbered rounds 8-16[Ssk, yo, k2, ssk, k3, m1, k1] to end 

Repeat rounds 1-16 two times, then go to Sweet Pea Pattern Part 2 

 

               Sweet Pea Pattern part 2 
Round 1: [k2, yo, k2tog, k6] to end 

2: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k3, m1, k2tog] to end 

3: [k2, yo, k2tog, k7] to end 

4: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k4, m1, k2tog] to end 

5: [k2, yo, k2tog, k8] to end 

6: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k5, m1, k2tog] to end 

7: [k2, yo, k2tog, k9] to end 

8: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k6, m1, k2tog] to end 

Rounds 9, 11, 13, and 15 : [k2, yo, k2tog, k10] to end 

Rounds 10, 12, 14, 16: [ssk, yo, k2, ssk, k7, m1, k1] to end 

 

               Sweet Pea Pattern part 3 

Round 1: [k2, yo, k2tog, k10] to end 

2: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k7, m1, k2tog] to end 

3: [k2, yo, k2tog, k11] to end 

4: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k8, m1, k2tog] to end 

5: [k2, yo, k2tog, k12] to end 

6: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k9, m1, k2tog] to end 

7: [k2, yo, k2tog, k13] to end 

8: [ssk, yo, k3, m1, k10, m1, k2tog] to end 

Rounds 9, 11, 13, 15: [k2, yo, k2tog, k14] to end 

Rounds 10, 12, 14, 16: [ssk, yo, k2, ssk, k11, m1, k1] to end 

 

 Larger Cuff & Finishing 

Round 1: [k3, p2] to end 

Repeat till ribbing equals 1.75 inches 

Round 2: [k2tog, k1, p2] to end 

Round 3: [k2, p2] to end 2 times 

Bind off loosely. 
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
